DRAFT Transportation Goal, Objectives, and Implementation Strategies
GOAL:  Ensure that transportation improvements keep pace with development but also take into account the effect future growth will have on the area in order to best mitigate the increase in traffic that is likely to occur
Objective #1: Encourage common drives and shared connections to public streets in order to limit the number of direct driveways to the area's thoroughfares
Policies to consider:

· Number of driveways permitted per property

1. Dependent on frontage

· Subdivision of property to provide for common interior drive and driveways
Implementation:

· Ordinance amendments – overlay standards?
· Application through the rezoning process
· Use of existing Ordinance language

· Use of existing agreement with Greensboro for projects to be served by municipal water or sewer

· GDOT review of projects with water and sewer requires compliance with city requirements which consider shared/cross access.
· Uncertainty over future of existing agreement may mean the plan should address this issue
· Consultation with NCDOT
Objective #2: Seek to lower the speed limit specifically through this planning area to minimize potential for accidents
Policies to consider:

· NCDOT methodology for assignment of speed limits
· SEGCA already had success in lowering speed limits on a portion of Liberty Rd – as development occurs, application of lower speed limits elsewhere may be justified.
Implementation:

· Consultation with NCDOT
Objective #3: Construct sidewalks in reasonable and practical locations as part of 

development that is expected to generate or benefit from pedestrian activity
Policies to consider:

· Illustration of when and where sidewalks need to be built

Implementation:

· Ordinance amendments – overlay standards?

· Use of existing Ordinance language

· Application through the rezoning process 

· Use of existing agreement with Greensboro for projects to be served by municipal water or sewer
